2. Candidates should present a coaching report on the leve
of team coached, length of time coaching and level
achieved. Coaches having achieved a nationally-recognized
coaching award in another couniry may apply to have that
ratified under the USANA system.

3. Candidates should preferably have experience in
coaching a representative squad.

4. Applications for the coaching position must be submitted
to the Technical Director at technical @usanetball.com with a
resume of coaching and playing experience.

5. Candidates should be familiar with the USANA
Constitution, at least so far as it pertains to coaching,
coaching associations, coaching awards, standard rules and
regulations as well as the disciplinary code.

6. Candidates should demonstrate excellent communication
skills both verbally and in written format.

7. The successful candidate should be prepared to lead
coaching courses for regional coaches of development
squads.
